Inspired by First Lutheran in Mount Carroll and the Bridges
program in Savannah, Lord of Love in Galena, Christ Lutheran in Stockton, Shepherd of Hills in
Schapville have started, or will soon start, serving meals open to the public. The epidemic of
hunger for social connection is apparent in our communities.

Other congregations have begun new ministries as well. St. John’s in Pearl City has a thriving
backpack program. Christ in Stockton is partnering with LSSI Anderson House, an apartment
community for adults with disabilities.
